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 There are 3 types of homework that will be set in Year 5:
1) A creative homework that is set every fortnight – these homework are usually about our extended curriculum and require an element of creativity. We give the children two weeks to complete these homework so that they have time to plan and create to a good standard.
2) Weekly maths homework – this homework is set every week and gtive children the opportunity to rehearse skills they have learnt in their maths lessons during their time at school.
3) Timestable Rockstars – Children will be set 21 minutes a week of TTRS. It is important for Year 5 children to have a speedy recall of their times-tables as it will support them in complete more challenging concepts later in the year.

English - Writing
English lessons at Launde are based upon specified texts from a variety of sources, backgrounds and purposes. We will keep these texts a secret for now, but you can see the skills we will be learning about below:

Autumn 1: Character descriptions that include prepositional phrases and relative clauses; Setting descriptions that include prepositional phrases, verb sentence starters and figurative devices; Informal letters including modal verbs and adverbs and coordinating and subordinating conjunctions.

Autumn 2: Setting descriptions that include dialogue and variety of sentence; Diary entries including relative clauses, reported speech and conditionals; Biographies that include personal pronouns, passive voice and time conjunctions.

Geography
What is life like in the Alps?
Considering the climate of mountain ranges and why people choose to visit the Alps; focusing on Innsbruck and looking at the human and physical features that attract tourists; investigating tourism in the local area and mapping recreational land use; presenting findings to compare the Alps to the children’s own locality.
  
History
British History – What was life like in Tudor England?
Comparing Henry VIII and Elizabeth I, children learn about the changing nature of monarchy. They examine how monarchs tried to control their public images using portraits and royal progresses. Using Tudor inventories to investigate whether people were rich or poor, children learn what life was like for people in Tudor times.
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English – Reading
Each class completes 5 reading lessons a week focusing on a different type of reading skill and relevant strategies such as: vocabulary, retrieval, inference, summarising, sequencing, explaining and prediction.
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 Year 5 will continue to develop their scientific enquiry skills with weekly science lessons. Over the course of this term, we will explore two key units:

Separating Mixtures: Children will learn that certain materials can dissolve in liquids to form solutions, and these substances can be recovered through methods like filtering, sieving, and evaporating. We will also distinguish between reversible changes, such as dissolving, mixing, and state changes, and irreversible changes that create new materials.

Energy: Children will develop their understanding of energy conservation by exploring chemical and thermal energy stores and the transfer of energy between them.
Maths
Children in Year 5 will continue to receive continuous maths lessons throughout their time in school, with a focus on reasoning and problem-solving skills. Children will be taught to use 
mathematical vocabulary to explain their methods and apply this to a variety of real-life inspired problems. Below is an overview of the topics to be covered in Year 5 during the duration of the autumn term:
·  Place Value within 1,000,000 – Children will build on the knowledge they have about 4-digit numbers from year 4, and expand these concepts to deal with 5- and 6-digit numbers; including reading them in words correctly.
·  Addition and Subtraction – Children will use formal written methods to add and subtract 5- and 6-digit numbers and apply these skills to a variety of problem solving challenges. 
·  Multiplication and Division – Children will learn to utilise their existing multiplication facts to solve harder ones (e.g. 5 X 5 helps to solve 50 X 5). They will also learn to use long multiplication to multiply large numbers by 2-digit numbers (e.g. 4,560 X 27).
·  Fractions – Children will learn to represent fractions in a number of different ways, find fractions of amounts, convert mixed numbers into improper fractions and learn to simplify fractions.
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Cooking Nutrition: Developing a Recipe

Our refreshed Y5 cooking and nutrition unit including opportunities for children to learn a simple bolognese recipe and adapt it to improve nutritional content.
