MATHS

WRITING
Using our new Pen to Paper curriculum, this term we will mainly be focussing on a diary entry and narrative writing. We will attempt to recount events from a story from another character’s point of view. Children will also have an opportunity to work on a setting description, dialogue, instructions and letter writing.

READING
Areas we look to improve in reading, include:
· Reading fluency.
· Retrieval and recalling information from the text.
· Understanding of a piece of text.
· Making sound predictions of what might happen next.

To support your child please ensure you listen to your child read as often as possible to assist in continuing to make progress. It is important to discuss the text and ask questions to further your child’s understanding of what they have read.

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PE 
We will be looking to continue to master jumps such as straight, star and
tuck. We will progress from log rolls to dish/arch rolls and a forward roll. We will also develop their bunny hops on the floor and then on small apparatus.
Children will develop sequences, linking 3 skills together. In games, children will continue to develop their social skills of how to play a team game. They will compete against themselves and others. They will communicate with others and work as a team. They will also continue to develop their running, jumping, throwing and catching skills.





HISTORY
Children will be studying ‘The Romans’, investigating why the Romans invaded Britain and the reaction of the Celts; learning how the Romans changed life in Britain.

GEOGRAPHY
Children will be learning about ‘Are all settlements the same?’ Exploring different types of settlements, land use, and the difference between urban and rural. Children describe the different human and physical features in their local area and make land use comparisons with New Delhi.
SCIENCE
Our science lessons will consist of practical activities and investigations, that the children are guaranteed to enjoy whilst learning important information. We will be covering two topics this term.

Organisms (Biology)
Children will be taught the role of muscles and skeletons. As well as the importance of nutrients in our diet and what a balance meal consists of.

Plants (Biology)
Children will learn the features of flowering plants and what they need to survive. This will include the life cycle of a plant, seed dispersal, pollination and fertilisation. 
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Children will focus on Christianity. The children will study: What do Christians learn from the creation story? and What is it like to follow God?
COMPUTING
  Children will develop their programming skills by sequencing sounds and begin to look at branching databases. Children will continue to learn about e-safety throughout the Spring term, looking at managing online information, self-image and identity. 
KEY INFORMATION

DT
