ENGLISH
Our lessons this half term will be based on the book ‘Wild Boy’, by Rob Lloyd Jones. Through this text, we will cover a full range of writing styles and literacy requirements including:

Skills include:

PE 
Monday- Indoor PE
Our PE topics include: multi skills and WWII dance.
Friday- Outdoor PE
Our outdoor PE topic includes: football. Children are allowed to wear football boots for outdoor football.





MATHS
Everyday children will practise and continue to develop oral and mental skills including, counting, mental strategies, rapid recall of +, -, x and÷ facts. 

This term, we will start with Imperial and metric measures before moving onto decimals, percentages, ratio and proportion. Children will learn:
· Multiplying one-digit numbers up to 2 decimal places
· Use written division methods which involves 2 decimal places
· Recall using equivalences between simple fractions, decimals and percentages accuracy.

Alongside daily maths lessons, children will complete a weekly mental arithmetic test to practise to help recap their previous learning and build up their pace. 


SCIENCE
This term, we have two science topics to complete. The first topic is all about light. Children will learn and explore how light travels in straight lines, how shadows are formed and change and which materials can reflect light more easily. Within this topic, children will have plenty of hands-on experience of creating shadows using torches and measuring shadows. 

In our second science topic, children will explore the topic further classification. Within this topic, children will learn to classify organisms based on their characteristics. This topic links closely to their previous unit on evolution. 
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What was the impact of World War 2 on the people of Britain?
Investigating the causes of WW2; learning about the Battle of Britain; investigating the impact of the Blitz and evacuation on people’s lives; and evaluating the effectiveness of primary sources.

Where does our energy come from? (Second half term)
Learning about renewable and non-renewable energy sources, where they come from and their impact on society, the economy and the environment.

From the Ancient Maya to modern day street art, children will look at how artists convey a message. They will explore imagery, symbols, expressive mark making. Children will consider audience and impact, to create powerful drawings, to make their voices heard.
