Staff Wellbeing
Last year was a challenging year and as a school we had to band together and overcome some terrible events.  We as SLT feel it is more important than ever to try to focus on the  sense of team.  
We have introduced many things: 
· LEA Educational Psychologists have been into school to support SLT and staff with how to navigate the deaths both for staff and children.
· Counselling sessions arranged in school.  Supply teachers booked for staff who were struggling and a central hub provided for staff to sit together.
· The wellbeing service have arranged counselling for staff on an individual level.
· A team from the Samaritans has been dedicated to Launde and all Staff have been sign posted to this service.
· Staff meetings have been dedicated to support to deal with grief with a counsellor from the Well Being service.
· Four members of staff are completing or have completed their ELSA training and are providing support to children within school.
· Child counselling course completed by Sarah Merz (Mental Health lead)
· Wellbeing Ambassador training for Sarah Merz and Clare Johnston and action plan created.
· Action plan created for the children in Poppyfield and a meeting held for the parents in Poppyfield to discuss how the children are coping and the plans we have put in place.
