Dear Parents and Carers,
We are very pleased to share the outcome of our recent Ofsted inspection. Launde Primary School was judged to be meeting the Expected Standard in every area, with safeguarding also confirmed as effective.
You may be aware that Ofsted has recently changed the way schools are inspected. Schools are no longer given a single overall judgement like “Good” or “Outstanding,” and the previous “best fit” approach has been removed. 
Instead, inspectors now use a much stricter “secure fit” model. This means that to be judged as meeting the Expected Standard, a school must show clear and consistent evidence that every part of the criteria is being met. While the word ‘expected’ might sound like “average,” it is anything but, this judgement reflects a secure standard across all areas. 
Inspectors also saw many elements of practice at Launde that reached the higher strong level. However, under this new system, schools must meet every single aspect of that higher standard to achieve it. We were very close in several areas and are incredibly proud of how near we came.
The inspection looks at what happens in school over time, not just during the visit. Inspectors reviewed pupils’ work, looked at outcomes, checked attendance and behaviour, and spoke to children, staff and leaders. This means the judgement reflects children’s everyday experience at Launde. Inspectors also recognised the significant progress the school has made since our previous Ofsted inspection and were able to see the clear journey of improvement we are on.
We are incredibly proud that the report highlights so many strengths. Inspectors recognised that pupils achieve well, with results in reading, writing and maths above the national average. They also praised children’s behaviour, positive attitudes to learning, kindness and respect, as well as our inclusive culture and broad range of opportunities for pupils’ personal development.
It was especially lovely that inspectors said our pupils are “justifiably proud” of their school. They saw first-hand the children’s enthusiasm, curiosity and strong relationships with staff.
This achievement belongs to our whole school community. We are very proud of our children, and we are grateful to you, our parents and carers, for your continued support and encouragement.
We would like to thank our staff team, whose hard work and dedication make a difference to our children every day and we would also like to thank Flying High Trust for their support since we joined. Their guidance and partnership have played an important role in the progress we have made as a school. 
While we are proud of this result, we will continue to build on our strengths and keep improving so that every child gets the very best education possible.
